Bless all efforts to record your Word and make it available in oral
form that nothing hinder the proclamation of the Gospel. Let your Word be a light for the path of all
people.

Graciously guard and protect missionaries who, compelled by Christ’s love, live overseas working in
Bible translation, literacy and Scripture Engagement projects. Grant them good physical and emotional
health, your peace and good relationships with the people among whom they live.

Enable your people throughout the world to work together in the mission of Bible translation. Grant us
generous hearts and minds so that compelled by Christ’s love, we may be effective stewards of the
resources you have entrusted to us. Direct us by your Spirit that we may daily grow in grace and in the
knowledge of our Saviour until we shall stand before you in the joy of everlasting glory; through Jesus
Christ, our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.
