These last two months have been very intense,  

Reminding us of the 2005 events 

When we persevered for weeks of intense checking 

While the details of the written Word perfecting. 

Then in 2006 we celebrated that day in December, 

The Kwanja New Testament dedication, an event  

 to remember! 

 

This year, 2009, once again we saw a great need, 

God's Word in print is not enough. 

For many Kwanjas still cannot or do not read. 

Thanks so much for praying for this project too, 

For our readers, equipment, health and all, 

That the oral New Testament would also come   

 through! 

 

In April and May, going from village to village 

We began a contest 

Searching for good readers,  

To find those who could read the best. 

 

In July we brought them together, 

From all these, we chose thirty-seven. 

And we made the choice 

Of who should read for each part and voice. 

Some, like for Jesus and Paul, had much to prepare, 

Others a bit, like to shout with the crowd, 

Some were to narrate some of the books there, 

And others read parts as Mary, Judas, or even God. 

 

September came and we were nearly ready to record, 

But then the Finley's could not come as planned, 

Would this project need to be postponed? 

Through God's working a recording team was near, 

Alex and Isaac, a team from Ghana 

Agreed to come to record for us here. 

Early in October the recording began, 

For 6 days a week, morning till night,  

We worked intensely till the end was in sight,   

Then Alex and Isaac could prepare to go home! 

 

We listened as the words in print took on life 

With Kwanja voices that change and inflect, 

Expressing joy and sorrow, mocking and strife, 

And the forthtelling of future events to expect. 

We heard the telling of parables and stories,  

And the recounting of Godôs amazing grace. 

We heard words of warning and counsel,  

And words giving great hope for every race!. 

And finally comes the drama of Revelation, 

The calling of the saints to great endurance, 

The opening of the scrolls of judgment,  

And at last, the joy of Jesusô return and  

 eternal assurance! 

Our Kwanja checkers listened carefully, 

Stopping the recording when they heard a mistake. 

Even a change of pitch changes the meaning, 

They must stop and then do a retake. 

We watched and listened as each one read, 

Hour after hour following carefully all that was said.. 

 

Five weeks later, all voices were recorded! 

But we heard still a few mistakes here or there. 

Readers came back to make it right- 

It's God's Word ï there is no place for error. 

 

"The Word became flesh and dwelt among us," 

Jesus came, taking the form of a man. 

The printed Word has taken on "flesh" in voices 

In the language the Kwanjas best understand. 

PRAISE GOD with us that Kwanjas soon will hear 

The Word of God coming to their ear. 

 

Alex and Isaac are returning to Ghana with this, 

Where music and sound effects will be added, 

And to be sure nothing is amiss - 

The recording will be checked again. 

With it the "Proclaimers"  will be equipped, 

Then to us in Cameroon they will be shipped. 

 

Meanwhile PRAY that these words will bear fruit, 

That the Word which takes on voice  

Will enter hearts and there take root. 

PRAY that soon many Kwanjas will hear 

And many to Jesus will draw near! 

 
We pray also Life in Jesus' Name to you, 

His Life for a Joyful Christmas and
